One each of those names appears, respectively, on the 1409 Virga and 1421 Cesanis charts, four are on the 1424 Pizzigano chart, 15 on the 1426 work of Francesco's son Battista, and a single name on the latter's chart of 1435. Since there is no firm evidence that those 22 Cornaro names were first introduced by Francesco Beccari, they have been credited to the five other charts, but their uncertain status is signalled by an * beside each.
